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1 Reason for Contribution

The use of some names is inconsistent between the IM RD and the IM AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

Ericsson had an action item to investigate the use of Display Name vs. Friendly name in the IM RD and the IM AD.
The result of the investigation is presented in this contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The names used in the AD and in the RD must be harmonized.

5 Recommendation

Discuss and Approve.
1. Naming in the RD:
The names Nickname, Display name and Friendly name are used in the RD. Some of the usage is incorrect.
A) Nickname

	Nickname
	A name assigned by an end user to an individual contact in a Contact List to support that end user’s familiarity with the person.

	It SHALL be possible for the sender to use a nickname when sending messages.

Note: It is not defined where the Nickname is stored and how it can be used when sending a message.

B) Display name

	Display-Name
	Non-unique and not routable identification of a user that could be displayed to other users as defined in RFC 3261

	The Contact List SHALL show a list of groups, the contacts within that group MAY be displayed under display-names

	The returned result of a search SHALL NOT include anything else than User-ID and the display-name
, if it exists.

C) Friendly name

The Friendly name is used in many use cases but is not defined. From the use cases it seems that Friendly name is the same as Display name.

2. Naming in the AD:

Nickname is used in section 5.3.1 for the IM client:

· Send and receive instant messages using URI or a nickname from peer IM Clients, or the IM Server.
And in 5.3.2 for the IM server:

· Manage (send and receive) IM from users in One-to-One and many-to-many modes using either URI or a nickname.

The use of Nickname in the AD seems more consistent with the Display name concept than with the Nickname concept of the RD. 
Display name and nickname are not used in the AD.
3. Recommendations:

a) Investigate if the use of Nickname in the RD is correct. If it is a name assigned by one user to another, it does not seem to be possible to use it in signalling, since it is unknown where this Nickname is stored and how it is related to the contact name. If this concept is not useful, then remove requirement SND-1.

b) In the RD, remove all use of Friendly name from the use cases and the requirements to avoid confusion.
c) In the AD replace Nickname with Display Name
