Change 1:  The following table is copied from OMA-TS-MWG_IM-V1_0_0-20060713-D Section 3.2. It includes proposed changes to the some of the definitions. MWG IM should consider making the changes as proposed.
Note: Comments about the changes and proposals are in dark red.
	
	
This definition is not consistent with the use of “access control” in the body of the TS. “Access control” is only used in section 14 and it is about access control to the IM service environment and not about “the rules that describe who is allowed to contact him/her using the service”
Proposal: Delete this definition.

	
	
This definition is not used in the TS.

This definition is not used in the body of this TS. 

Proposal: Delete the definition or consider using “Address-of-Record” in the body of the TS.

	Authenticated Originator's IM Address
	The Authenticated Originator's IM Address is the IM Address of the originating IM Client that has been authenticated by the SIP/IP Core. E.g. the P-Asserted Identity

USED. Check if definition is consistent with the body of the text. 

Remark. What does e.g. means here? Is the P-Asserted Identity an example among others of   “Authenticated originator’s IM Address”? CHECK

Proposal: Delete the definition  

	Conference-factory-URI
	A Conference-factory-URI is a provisioned SIP URI that identifies the IM Conference Server in the Home Network.

Since the TS does not define a service, the use of “IM service” in the definition is not appropriate. 
Change as suggested.

	Contact
	An address (expressed as a SIP URI) at which presentity can be reached. This is generally dynamically associated with an address-of-record using a SIP REGISTER request. Defined in [RFC3261].

	Contact List
	Contact information of individuals which are grouped together by an end user for his/her convenience, e.g. Friends, Family, Business, also referred to as ‘buddy list’. A contact list can exist in different ways in different applications, with the end user having some control of it. 

Used only in the definition of nickname.

	Conversation
	An ordered exchange of instant messages in the context of an IM session between users.

Immediate messages should be instead “instead messages” since this enable is about instant messaging

	Event Package
	A set of events to be used with subscription and notification. The event package defines the semantics of the notification message body and of subscriptions to that event. Event packages are defined in [RFC3265].

	IM Group
	An IM group is a list of addresses such as URIs. Each group is identified by a unique address.  
Should use the definition in the AD. 

PROPOSAL: Change as proposed and add the definition of Nested group from the AD if needed in the TS

	Home Network
	Network comprising of the SIP/IP core and the IM server of the local IM client
CHECK this definition

	IM Address
	An IM Address identifies an IM User. The IM Address can be used by one IM User to request communication with other IM Users.

USED but need to elaborate more. Need to refer to sip URI?

	IM Client
	An IM client is a functional entity that resides on the IM user equipment and is used to access the IM service. 

Should use the definition in the AD. 

PROPOSAL: use the definition in the AD.

	IM Mobile Client
	An IM client located in a wireless device

	IM Server
	A network entity that provides the IM service  defined in this specification.

	IM Service
	
NOT a good definition of a network service. 

It is proposed to adapt the definition of “service” found in the OMA dictionary: 

Service: A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which the user may subscribe to and be optionally charged for.  A service may utilize one or more service enablers.
Proposal: Change IM service definition as follows:

 IM service: The instant messaging offering made available by a service provider, which the user may subscribe to.
ALTERNATIVELY, use the definition in the AD:

The instant message offering presented by a service provider that utilizes the IM Enabler and potentially other enablers.
With the following addition at the end: which the user may subscribe to.


	IM Session Identity
	SIP URI received by the IM Client during the IM Session establishment in the Contact header

Use instead the AD simpler definition
A message delivered to a user in near real time. IMs are often exchanged back-and-forth between users in a conversational fashion.

	Interface
	The common boundary between two associated systems[OMA-DICT]

Is OMA dictionary available to non-OMA members? In any case it is better to include the definition here rather than point to the dictionary.
Also: Add OMA dictionary in the list of references.


	Large Message Mode
	This mode is used to send a single large instant message using MSRP. Since MSRP is used, a SIP session must be established, but it is torn down after the single message is transmitted.

	
	
DELETE this definition. “Multimedia Encapsulation” is not used in the TS. Should also be deleted from the AD; it is not used in the AD.

	Nickname
	A name assigned by an end user to an individual contact in a contact list to support that end user’s familiarity with the person.
NOTE: We need to define an identifier to address the anonymity requirement for example “screenname” or “pseudonym” to be defined as: A name chosen to uniquely identify a user in a chat room, in particular to preserve his anonymity.

	Notification
	A message, delivered in response to a subscription, which delivers information about an associated event in the format defined by the relevant event package. Defined in [RFC3265]

	Presence
	Information about the status and reachability of a specific individual, usually a person. See "Presentity". Defined in [RFC2778]

	Presentity
	A distinguished entity or resource for which presence information may be available. A presentity is most commonly a reference for a person, although it may represent a role such as "help desk" or a resource such as " conference room #27". Presentities are generally referenced by distinguished names, such as "dean.willis@softarmor.com" or by phone numbers like "+19724735455". In SIMPLE, presentities are generally referenced using a sip: or tel: URL. Defined in [RFC2778]

	SIP Proxy
	- The definition was truncated.

- We should define SIP proxy rather than the general term since we can have also HTTP proxy.
A SIP node that acts as both a server and a client for the purpose of making requests on behalf of other clients [RFC3261]

	Reference Point
	A conceptual point at the conjunction of two non-overlapping functional groups. It consists of none or any number of interfaces of any kind. [OMA-DICT]

	Registrar
	A SIP server node that receives and responds to SIP REGISTER messages and places the information it receives in those requests into the location service for the domain it handles. 
[RFC3261].

	Session
	A stateful association of presence and other user preference, capability and identity data through which it is possible to communicate immediate messages. A session may be established between IM users or between an IM user and an IM Server

	Session based messaging
	A type of IMS Messaging service by which the sender expects immediate message delivery in (near) real time fashion . In addition the sender(s) and the receiver(s) have to join to a messaging session e.g. chat room, before message exchange can take place [3GPP TS 22.340]

Why the reference to IMS? Should change the definition. 

	SIMPLE
	A methodology and set of extensions to SIP and XML supporting the Instant Messaging requirements defined by IETF.
SIMPLE is not only based on SIP but on XML too. In addition Simple is the name of an IETF working group.
Add also: The name of IETF working group addressing IM and presence based on SIP and XML technologies.

	Subscription
	A persistent relation between a subscriber and an event source (often a presence server for a presentity) by which the subscriber requests notifications of a specific even for a set duration. Defined in [RFC3265]

	Can’t an application use IM? It is possible.  So we need to modify the definition. It is proposed to use the definition in the OMA dictionary

An entity which uses services.  Example: a person using a device as a portable telephone [OMA-DICT].

	User equipment is a hardware device (e.g. phone) with IM software used by users.

	Watcher
	A node that requests presence information for a particular presentity. This request may be a singular fetch operation, in which case the watcher is called a "fetcher". If the fetch operation is repeated periodically, the watcher is called a "poller". If the watcher subscribes to receive notification of changes in the presence of presentity, the watcher is called a "subscriber". In order to avoid confusion with the term "subscriber" as used in mobile phone networks, 3GPP has chosen to call this role a "subscribed watcher". Defined in [RFC2778].
