3 Detailed Proposal

Proposal for Subjects to signaling flows to Appendix D:

D.1 Subscribe the conference state (note: already exists)

D.2  Send Pager Mode Message to URI-list

(User sends a message to URI-list. Some of the messages gets deferred and pushed to the user(s) when the user gets on-line. The originating User gets delivery information (provided that the feature is supported?).)

D.3 Subscribe notifications and retrieve Deferred Messages

(User subscribes notifications of Deferred Messages. User retrieves some of the messages and deletes them after retrieval.)

D.4 File Transfer initiated by the sending User

(Sending User initiates an offer for transferring multiple files to the recipient. The recipient selects the files which wants to receive. The File Transfer is started, and ends when completed.)

D.5 Create and manipulate a Pre-Defined (restricted) Group. 

(User creates a restricted type of Pre-Defined Group. The User indicates the GA to be sent to the Group Members. Later, the User adds a Group Member.)

D.6 Pre-Defined Group Session

(User initiates a Group Session by joining in the Group. The Controlling IM Server invites other Participants. Data is sent between Participants. A User sends a Private Message to two another User.  A User leaves the Session. A User invites another User to participate the Session. The Group Session is ended.)

D.7 Public Conference

(Users join in a Public Conference using Chat Alias. A User tries to send a Private Message which gets rejected since Private Messages are not allowed in the Session. A User changes his Chat Alias. A new User tries to join in but gets rejected because of the maximum participants limit reached.)

D.8 Record History

(User activates the History storing. Conversation becomes “recorded” when the User participates a Group Session. The User stops or deactivates the storing during the Conversation.)
