1 Reason for Change

Under  the description chapter of following six transactions in OMA-TS-IMPS-SSP-V1_3-20051011-C, there is sentence “This transaction belongs to the complementary service”.
1)GetJoinedMember* (For users)
2)GetGroupMember(For moderator and administrator)
3)AddGroupMember(For moderator and administrator)
4)RemoveGroupMember(For moderator and administrator)
5)MemberAccess(For administrator)

6)RejectList(For moderator and administrator)
But in fact above six transactions should not belong to complementary services. Please see the following use case:
David is located in home domain A, and Frank is located in home domain B. A’s all PSE is located in Domain A, and B’s all PSE is located in Domain B. Domain A and B communicate with each other by SSP. One group is exist in Domain A. David is administrator of this group. He assigns administrator or moderator access privilege of this group to Frank in Domain B.
Then after Frank join the group, he may invoke above six transactions in Domain B which will invoke corresponding SSP transactions from Domain B to Domain A.
Complementary service refers to a situation in which the Primary Service Element (PSE) is NOT in the Home Domain. Instead, the PSE is in another domain. But from above use case, we can see that these transactions should not belong to complementary service.
For customer requirement or other reason, may vendor just support SSP interface in minimal interoperability level in the first step. That means complementary service need not be supported. Then If the list of complementary service is inaccurate, there will be misunderstanding on how to realize the minimal SSP interoperability.
