7.2.3.4System Messages from an IM conference

 When the IM Server wants to send a service message to one or more  Participants of an IM Conference Session, the IM Server MAY 
· For each target recipient,  generate the MSRP SEND request according to [draft-ietf-simple-message-sessions], 7.1.3.2.1 Generating MSRP requests in an IM Conference, and the following clarifications:
· the “To” header filed of the Message/CPIM is set to the Authenticated Address of  each target IM  recipient;
· the “From” header of the Message/CPIM is set to the Authenticated IM Address of  IM conference 
· The message body or the payload of the announcement message could be of any content type as defined in [MSRP]. 
· In case the service message intends to refer to content external to the media session. Then the IM Server SHOULD set content type  to message/external body  according to rules and procedures in [draft-ietf-sip-content-indirect-mech-05]
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
