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1 Reason for Change

The use case “Add contact by MSISDN” is an important use case described in IMPS 1.3 RD. This use case describes also how the client and the server perform the request to add a contact Userid in a contact list when the MSISDN of the contact is provided. This is an important practical use case which is also included in the GSMA IM/Presence service definition phase 1.

Although based on existing IMPS 1.3 capabilities, the process to add the Userid of a user in a contact list when his/her MSISDN is provided was overlooked and was not included in CSP. It is desirable to include it in CSP since readers of the IMPS enabler do not always check the RD but go directly to CSP.

This CR proposes to include some text in the CSP spec about this use case based on the RD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new appendix C as follows:

Appendix C.  Add a contact by MSISDN

A user may request his client to add a contact to one of his or her contact list by providing the MSISDN of the contact to be added. To execute this request, the client SHALL send a SearchRequest with a USER_MOBILE_NUMBER containing the MSISDN of the contact as the search element of the request. The Server SHALL use the MSISDN to search the corresponding User-ID. If it finds the User-ID, the server SHALL return it otherwise, it SHALL return the status code 531 “Unknown user”.
Upon receiving the User-ID and without the user’s intervention, except to prompt him/her to supply a nickname, the client SHALL send a ListManageRequest with the User-ID, and optionally a nickname, of the contact to add in the contact list.
