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1 Reason for Change

Following is the background description of CR458 and CR458R01:

“Assume that User A of Operator A sends an instant message to a chat room hosted by Operator B. The instant message is distributed to a number of users connected to the chat room. At the moment, with current protocols, Operator A is not aware of how many users connected to the chat room have received the instant message. Therefore, the operator is not able to apply a tariff per recipient of the instant message.”
According to Oct17’s IM Athens meeting discussion based on CR458, We find that when solving the charging problem of calculating the successful delivery responses from a IM conference, we should considering the controlling IM server’s handling about the conversation history function participants,;since within a IM conference, the receivers may request to save conversation history and thus the conversation history function also become a MSRP SEND recipient, just like the normal recipient IM participant users.
In this case, as for the sender, he shouldnot be charged for the receiver’s conversation history function participants.  Explained as below:
· User A of Operator A sends an instant message to a chat room hosted by Operator B;

· The instant message is distributed to 5 users successfully; 

· 2 of the 5 users have requested to save his conversation history;

· The chat room server in Operator B actually send 7 MSRP SEND messages, but actual number of person recipient participants is 5
· The chat room server in Operator B should response MSRP REPORT to UserA’s participating IM Server in Operator A with 5 as the number of successful delivery responses received from the IM conference participants, not 7.
R01:

· 
Group agreed on another approach:  we just clarify that the conversation history participants SHOULD NOT be calculated as one participant when evaluating on the joining policy of  <max-participant-count>, in this case, above mentioned issue will not exist.

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CHANGE1 BEGIN
7.2.1.4 Joining Pre-defined IM Group Session request

Upon receipt of a SIP INVITE request that includes a IM Group Identity, which identifies the Pre-defined IM Group in the request URI that is owned by the IM Server, the IM Server: 
· 1. SHALL check the presence of the "isfocus" feature parameter in the URI of the Contact header and if it is present then the IM Server SHALL reject the request with a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response including "isfocus already assigned" text in the Warning header. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 2. SHALL check whether the Authenticated Originator's IM Address of the joining IM User is allowed to join by performing the actions specified in subclause ‎7.2.2.9 "IM Session joining policy". If it is not allowed to join the IM Server SHALL reject the request with a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response to the originating network. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 3. SHALL check if the <max-participant-count> as specified in [Group-XDM Specification] is already reached. 

· NOTE: The History Function Participant SHOULD NOT be calculated as a Participant when evaluating the <max-participant-count>.

·  If reached, IM Server SHALL

· If the joining participant is a History function, check if  the Refer-by header field is that of a user who is allowed to invoke  the History Function , and if yes then continue with the step 4; otherwise 

· return SIP 486 “Busy Here” response with the Warning header set to “Too many participants” to the originating network. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 4. SHALL check whether privacy is allowed for the Authenticated Originator’s IM Address, when anonymity is requested with the Privacy header containing the tag "id".  If not allowed, the IM Server SHALL respond with a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response to the originating network. Allowing privacy for a specific Authenticated Originator’s IM Address is defined using <allow-anonymity> element of the Group’s authorization rules as specified in [Group-XDM Specification].  Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 5. SHALL validate that the MSRP media parameters in the SIP INVITE request are acceptable for the IM Server and if not reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 6. SHALL check whether the IM Group Session already exists. If it doesn't exist, the IM Server creates an IM Group Session as follows: 

a) SHALL follow the procedures as specified in subclauses ‎7.2.2.3 "IM Session initiation policy" and ‎7.2.2.2 "IM Session invitation requests";

b) SHALL interact with MSRP Switch as defined in [MSRP] and SHALL not continue the rest of the steps.
· 7. SHALL accept the SIP request and generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP INVITE request as specified in the subclause ‎7.2.1.1 "General". The IM Server: 

a) SHALL include a SDP body in the SIP 200 "OK" response as a SDP answer according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264], [ RFC4566] and [MSRP] with the following additional instruction :

b) Include in the ‘accept types’ SDP media attribute the selected ‘mime types’ by the IM Server from those contained in the SDP offer in the incoming SIP INVITE request from the originating network, and those in the SDP answer in SIP 200 “OK” ;

· 8. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response towards the IM Client according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core;

· 9. SHALL send a notification to the IM Clients, which have subscribed to the conference state event package that a IM User has joined in the IM Group Session, as specified in subclause ‎7.2.2.10 "Generating a SIP NOTIFY request"; and,

· 10. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the IM Clients according to rules and procedure of the SIP/IP Core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session establishment mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
