 (Normative)

This Appendix defines the IM specific presence information elements and the presence procedures, which the IM functional entities follow in order to perform presence related actions. 

E.1 IM specific presence information elements overview

.

OMA IM RD specifies a set of presence information elements that allow expressing the IM User’s Presence status. This subclause describes these IM specific Presence information elements and how they fit into the overall Presence data model as described in [OMA-Pres-Spec]. 

Table 1 contains the Presence status mapping to the respective presence attributes.

The “Application-specific Availability” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a <status> element with a <basic> subelement with the value “open” indicates if the presentity is able to participate in IM communication. This happens when the IM User registers 

The “Application-specific Availability” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a <status> element with a <basic> subelement with the value “closed” if the presentity is not able to participate in IM communication. This happens. when the IM User deregisters or decides to remain invisible to other users.

E.1.2 Willingness for IM 

The “Willingness for IM ” is mapped onto the “Application-specific Willingness” presence information element as specified in [OMA-Pres-Spec] “Application-specific Willingness” pertaining to “IM-Session” and “Pager-mode messaging” services:

The “Application-specific Willingness” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a <willingness> element with a <basic> subelement with the value “open” if  the presentity is willing to accept new, incoming IM  requests. This can be expressed by the Presence Source residing in the same UE as the IM Client publishing the “open” value for willingness.
The “Application-specific Willingness” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a <willingness> element with a <basic> subelement with the value “closed” if  the presentity is not willing to accept incoming IM  requests. This can be expressed by the Presence Source residing in the same UE as the IM Client publishing the “closed” value for willingness.
E.1.3 Session Participation for IM
The “Session Participation for IM” is mapped onto the “Session Participation” presence information element as specified in [OMA-Pres-Spec] “Session Participation” pertaining to “IM-Session” services:

The “Session Participation” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a < session-participation > element with a <basic> subelement with the value “open” if the presentity is participating in at least one session of an “IM-session” service. This happens when the IM User participates in a session mode messaging conference or peer-to-peer IM session.
The “Session Participation” presence information element SHALL be mapped to a < session-participation > element with a <basic> subelement with the value “closed” if the presentity is not participating in any “IM-session” service. This happens when the IM User does not participate in any session mode messaging service.
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
