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1 Reason for Change

This is a continuation CR for CR #500.  The text on Binary Data restricts binary data to always be transfer-encoded with BASE64, and the AcceptedTransferEncoding  and ContentEncoding element description states that the element is an enumeration, which it is not. The text on the ParserSize element has also been changed.
