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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes four changes in regard to instant message forwarding.

a) The ForwardMessage-Request primitive is to allow for a user to forward an message queued for delivery to the user. If the originating sender requested a delivery report, then this CR proposes that the delivery report must be delivered at the time of message forwarding.

The rationale for this is that the specification states that a server must generate a new MessageID for the forwarded message. The original sender has no way of correlating the newly generated MessageID with the MessageID that it expects in the DeliveryReport-Request. Furthermore, since the original recipient user can choose to forward the message to any number of recipients, including groups or users in groups, and might not want to reveal to the original sender to whom the message has been forwarded to, the specification must ensure the privacy of the original recipient by sending the delivery report at the time of forwarding.

b) The ForwardMessage-Response primitive lacks the ability to report partial success (there is no Result element in the ForwardMessage-Response primitive)

c) The ForwardMessage-Request primitive lacks the ability for the forwarder to request a delivery report. 

d) In the later intermediate versions of the IMPS-CSP document (e.g., the one produced after the Bejing meeting) the Figure for the ForwardMessage-Request has been duplicated; One with the ForwardMessage-Response and one with the Status response. The latter has to be removed.

Since the CR affect two documents it is followed by another CR.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Page 135, Forward Message Transaction paragraphs

An instant message that was not retrieved yet and stored on the server MAY be forwarded to another recipient. To forward an IM to another recipient, the client MUST send ForwardMessageRequest primitive to the server containing the Message-ID of the IM to be forwarded.

The recipient(s) MUST be user(s) specified with User-ID(s) or screen names, ContactList-ID(s), or group(s) specified with Group-ID(s), or some combination of these that do not break the message context. See message context in . The sender MUST be a single user specified either with User-ID or screen name. When User-ID is used to identify the sender/recipient, additionally the sending/recipient client(s) MAY be identified in the Sender/Recipient element with Client-ID. Similarly, when User-ID is used to identify the sender/recipient, additionally the sending/recipient application MAY be identified in the Sender/Recipient element with Application-ID. The client MUST NOT use both Client-ID and Application-ID to identify any sender/recipient User-ID(s) in a request.
 
If The original sender of the instant message requested delivery report then the server MUST send a delivery report at the time of forwarding.  The original recipient (the user forwarding the message) can request delivery report for the recipient(s) the message is forwarded to.
The client SHOULD NOT forward content types that are not supported by the recipient(s) according to their limitations described in their ClientInfo presence attribute – unless the necessary presence information is not available (the recipient is a group or screen name, the client does not support presence, the requesting user is not authorized by the publisher, etc).
