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1 Reason for Change

There has been a lot of confusion about the act of joining a user to a group yields a group join for every client the user is online with, or only the client on which the join request was sent.

This CR clarifies the issue by stating that a group join only affects the client on which the join request was sent. The text also clarifies on which level (user on client or user) each group feature belongs to.

Change 1:  Page 152, insert a new chapter after chapter “Group properties” starting on page 149

7.1.1 Multi-session and groups

Ownership of private groups, group access rights, group membership and rejection of users is all linked to a user and no particular client of the user. A server MUST send general notifications to all clients of the user if any of the above changes; See <Insert link to the “General Notification Transactions” chapter on page 71>.

The act of joining a user to a group on particular client is done by a client and will only affect that particular client. Routing of group change notifications, forced leave from a group and group messages must be done towards the client the user joined the group on. The AutoJoin feature is also a setting for the user on a particular client and not the user in general.
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
