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1 Reason for Change

The recipient of a SendMessageRequest is defined formally as follows in IMPS 1.3 XML TS: 
<!ELEMENT Recipient (User*, Group*, ContactList*)>
CSP delivery status report procedures do not specify what the server has to do when the sender requested a delivery report and the recipient is either a contact list, a list of screen names or a combinations of the above recipient types.

This CR proposes that when the recipient is other than a single User ID, the server returns only one delivery report as it is currently specified for group messaging.

The following tokens are defined in the common (continued) tag code page (0x09):
Delivery status report MAY be requested when the instant message is sent; see Error! Reference source not found. Error! Reference source not found.. If the sender did request a delivery report, the server

·  MUST inform the client about successful delivery. When the recipient is a single User ID, the delivery status report MUST be sent when the Message Delivered primitive has been successfully received from the recipient clientFor all other possibilities of recipient types: Group IDs, screen names, contact lists, a list of User IDs or a combination of different types,the delivery status report MUST be sent when the server has accepted the message for delivery.

· MAY inform the client about unsuccessful delivery attempt(s) due to various detected error conditions on the recipient client/server side.

To inform the client about delivery status report(s) the server MUST send the DeliveryReportRequest primitive to the client. The DeliveryReportRequest primitive MAY include Delivery-Time element containing the timestamp of the successful/unsuccessful delivery attempt. The DeliveryReportRequest primitive MUST include:

· Result element describing success/failure of the instant message, and

· Message-Info structure that provides information about the instant message in question. The Message-Info structure MUST be conformant to the Message-Info structure requirements described in Error! Reference source not found. Error! Reference source not found..

The client MUST respond to the DeliveryReportRequest primitive with a Status primitive.

If the client – to which delivery report sending is imminent – is offline, the server MUST send the delivery report according to the offline client’s OfflineETEMHandling setting.

The server MUST support the Delivery Status Report transaction. The client MAY support the Delivery Status Report transaction. The service tree leaf that allows negotiation of this transaction is ‘MDELIV’.
