Change 1:  (optional)Brief description of specific change

In order to maintain high compatibility for SIP User agents, a convention in creating and reserving a global Uri for deferred Messaging and Conversation History i.e. <scheme>:<name of function>@<hostname>
However there have been small differences in how these conventions are executed in he IM TS . 

For Deferred Messaging Function, it is written as sip:Deferred@hostame

For Conversation History Function, it is written as sip:History@MyDomain

It is therefore propose that these two names should be aligned and execute the convention consistently…

From RFC2396, the common syntax used for URL schemes that involve the direct use of an IP-based protocol to a specified server is as follows: 
      <scheme>: <userinfo>@<host>:<port>, where host = hostname|IPv4 address
“Userinfo” in the OMA convention case will be the “name of function” i.e. <sip>:<name of function><hostname>

Therefore, the proposal is to align the two global Uri to follow the convention strictly as follows:

For Deferred Messaging Function = sip:Deferred@hostame

For Conversation History Function = sip:History@hostname

This change affects the whole OMA IM TS document

It is also propose that the global URI should be clarified or explained a bit more on their first introduction in any section of the IM TS to make it clear to readers
For example:
“… SIP REFER request to history@hostname...” 
Is it clear to everybody that mydomain shall be replaced by something else? Would be appropriate to have bit more clarifying text as stated in section 12.1.3.1 

Like; “SIP REFER request to history@hostname where the hostname is the operator domain pointing the particular location of the history function, for example sip: history@historyfunction1.example.com   
This change affects section 13 of the OMA IM TS
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
