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1 Reason for Change

An IMPS 1.3 problem was reported during the last testfest about the following test spec and test number:

· Test specification: OMA-ETS-IMPS_CSP_INT-V1_3-20060530-C

· Test Number: IMPS-1.3-int-PRSE-001 
The problem statement is as follows (see also http://tracking.opengroup.org/OMA-PR/IMPS/PRView?PR=0005):
A client logs in with a local addressing

- The client requests for the users on its default contact list

(ListManage-Resquest) and receive the contacts with the local addressing schema.

- The client subscribes for presence for the default contact list

- The server sends presence notification (PresenceNotification-Request)

with global address mode.

In the above scenario, the client has no way to match the presence update, since it received the contact on the List Manage-Request with local addressing and the presence notification (PresenceNotification-Request)with global addressing.

This CR provides a bug fix.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Change section “6.4
Logging In” as follows:
 The client MUST choose either a 2-way access control (6.4.1 2-way access control) or a 4-way access control (6.4.2 4-way access control). The server MAY choose - in any case - to authenticate the user based on authentic network information instead (6.4.3 Authentication based on authentic network information).

When the login transaction was successful, and the client included Application-ID along with the Client-ID, then the server MUST publish the Application-ID along with the Client-ID in the client’s ClientInfo presence attribute.
When the login was successful (code 200) and if the client used a Local User-ID in the LoginRequest primitive, the server MUST return a detailed result with code 200 and the Domain-part of the User-ID in the (first) LoginResponse primitive.
When the login transaction was successful, after the successful service negotiation the server MUST verify the Auto-Join settings of the user, and perform the operations described in 10.4 Join Group Feature.
