IMPS User: A User of an IMPS Service Provider; Bill

SIMPLE Enabler: IM Enabler based on SIP/SIMPLE technology

SIMPLE User: A User of an IMPS Enabler Provider; Jack.

IWF: Inter Working function between IMPS Service and SIP/SIMPLE Enabler

The SIP/SIMPLE system and the IMPS system have been configured to enable interworking. Namely, the SIMPEL Service Provider as access to the IWF, and the IWF has access to IMPS Service Provider.

5.11.6 Post-condition

Bill is able to receive the Large Message that is sent from Jack.
5.11.7 Normal Flow

1. Jack sees that Bill is available for sending IM to Bill.
2. Jack sends a Large Message to Bill.

3. Bill receives the large message.
