Section 13.2.2.1 in TS describes that a History session can be rejected when quota is exceeded. Jerry also points out that there is another error case that can happen in the middle of an IM session.

Action Item: Nadia to investigate proper error code


CR 25R03 was presented and agreed to fix this comment, however further discussions indicated that the following problems still need to be addressed:

1. In section 13.2.3 the Message should only be rejected and discarded if it is a deferred message and the History Function cannot store the message; but when the message is actually successfully received by the end user, it should not be rejected because of lack of storage memory.

2. The MSRP 413 error response does not have any text associated with it.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
13.2.2 Creating SIP Session History 

13.2.2.1 General

On receipt of the initial SIP REFER request the IM History Function: 

· 1. SHALL reject the SIP REFER request with an appropriate reject code as specified in [RFC3515] e.g.

a) when a P-Asserted-Identity is not present, the IM server SHALL reject the request with a SIP 401 "Unauthorized" response;
b) when the IM History determines that there is not enough resources to handle the IM Session, the IM server SHALL reject the request with a 486 “Busy Here” response; 

· 2. SHALL store the list of supported SIP methods if received in the Allow header; 
When generating SIP responses the IM History Function:

· 1. SHALL generate SIP responses according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3515]; 

· 2. SHALL include Server header to indicate the IM release version as specified in Appendix F “Release version in User-agent and Server headers”;

· 3. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods; 
13.2.3 Storage 
· 1. Each time the IM server receives a SIP MESSAGE to be stored on behalf of the served IM User, the History Function SHALL determine if enough resources are available to store the SIP Message:
· a).  If  there are not enough resources, and the message is being deferred, the History Function
· i  SHALL reject the message with a 403 “Forbidden” response with a “Resource not available” Warning header
· ii.  SHALL discard the MESSAGE message; 
· iii. MAY send a system message to inform the user that there is not enough storage available;

· b) If there are not enough resources and the message is not deferred, the History Function

· i. SHALL not store the message

· ii. MAY send a system message to inform the user that there is not enough storage available;

· iii. SHALL exit this procedure.
· c). If enough resources are available, continue at step 4;
· 2. Each time the IM server receives an MSRP SEND as part of a Large Message Mode, to be stored on behalf of the served IM User, the History Function SHALL determine if enough resources are available to store the Large message:
· a) If  there are not enough resources and and the message is being deferred , the History Function

· i.   SHALL reject the message with an MSRP 413 response;
· ii.  SHALL discard any portions of the chunked Large message already received; 
· b)  If there are not enough resources and the message is not deferred, the History Function

· i. SHALL not store the message

· ii. MAY send a system message to inform the user that there is not enough storage available;

· iii. SHALL exit this procedure.
· c) If enough resources are available, continue at step 4;

· 3. Each time a server receives a MSRP SEND message as part of an IM session to be stored on behalf of the served IM user, the History Function:

· a) SHALL determine if enough resources are available to store the MSRP SEND message and If  there are not enough resources, the History Function
· i.  SHALL stop the recording 
· ii.  If the SEND is a chunked part of a large message exchange during a session , the History Function SHALL  reject the message with an MSRP 413 response with a “Resource not available” Warning header and SHALL discard the other chunks of that message

· iii.  If the SEND  is a part of a session exchange, the History Function SHALL keep the stored portion of the session;
· iv.  The History Function SHALL leave the conference by sending a SIP BYE to the conference server
· b) If enough resources are available, resume processing at step 5 
· 4. SHALL, in case of SIP MESSAGE request, store the complete message including all the header fields and bodies of the SIP MESSAGE request

· 5. SHALL, in the case of MSRP session, store the following

· All Relevant headers of SIP INVITE and 200 OK of the session establishment of the history session for example

· From

· To

· P-Asserted-Identity

· Subject

· Date 


· 6. SHALL store the content of the message exchanges as follows:

· For a Large mode messaging: The MSRP SEND request including all headers, the timestamp for when the IM server received the message and the complete content of the msrp message

· For a session mode messaging: Each MSRP SEND request including all headers, the timestamp for when the IM server received the message and the complete message content of the MSRP SEND’s as it was received.

· Relevant headers of the SIP BYE request


· 7. SHALL assign a unique history reference for each stored message in the form message id or for IM Session as history reference

· The History Function generates the unique history reference by itself


· 8. SHALL store the history in the served IM user’s account of the IM server’s message store entity

· 9. SHALL store metadata in XDMS as described in 12.2.2.8 “Updating Metadata in IM XDMS”.
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
