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7 Minutes

Going through and commenting on OMA-IM-2007-0350-INP_First_draft_of_Implementation_Guidelines_for_IMPS_1.3  document from the portal, the following comments arose:
Auto-registration: 

Claude came with a proposal on auto-registration, use case 5.2.2, that it should include a default user id proposed from the server. 

Ørjan proposes that this should be an optional response from the server in use case 5.2.2.
Camilla comments that there needs to be an explanation that the server is pre-configured with use case 5.2.1 or 5.2.2 from case by case.

Auto-registration: Everyone comments that the client should store the password for further use; this should be included in the guidelines. If there is network authentication, this is not necessary.
Claude commented that we have to cover the case when the customer loses the device etc. Camilla comments this should be covered by credential retrieval.
Internationalization: all agreed the solution that is described in the text, is not very good. We need to find a way for the client to tell his language initially. Oz says it should be done during login request. There are four options for providing this:


1. Client capability request included in login request. Disadvantage is that at this stage, the server does not yet know the user id of the client. Some client vendors do not want to implemented this is login requests. 
2. Accept language header in http header 

3. Client id – this is used in many requests/responses, so will add overhead to add it here

4. Session cookie - 

 Open question what is the best solution. 
All agreed to remove the text in the first version of guidelines.

Yann commented this is not an interesting use case for Orange, as they are only using imps protocol for gateway function. 

Server verifies MS ISDN of client:
Ørjan says more text needs to be added around the rationale for this use case. A rationale is for auto-registration use case, the server needs to know the MS ISDN of the client in order for WAP Push SMS to work. 

Claude suggests that this should be done by sending an extension request instead of system message. This was supported by SE. Extended request can be used. Every one agreed to change this use case to using extended request.
Claude will provide an example of an extended request for MS ISDN verification. 

Karl says that the guidelines will have to agree on new WBXML extensions as well, encoded as an in-line stream.
Credential retrieval: 

Comments:

Security – this means the servers send his password in plain text on an sms or via e-mail. This should be accepted by the service provider.
If the server stores the password encrypted, then this use case will not work. 
It should be added as a precondition that the service does not accept empty password. If network authentication is in place, then this use case does not apply.
The example should be in human readable text, there should be no "%%", we suppose that the internationalization issue is solved. 

Multi-sessions:

Karl says any presence attributes that the clients supports related to the user, should be subscribed to, not just the three described in the text. Karl will come up with a list of presence attributes that should be subscribed to. 
Yann comments that multi-sessions are not important for Orange.
Ørjan says that we should describe how we aggregate presence attributes for several sessions of one user. SIMPLE/IM have written something for this. Claude will come up with list of aggregation of presence attributes from SIMPLE/IM. 
Claude says more rationale should be added.

Karl says that "MUST" in 8.3.2 should be taken out – this is an informative recommendation, not normative.
Claude says that 8.3.2 is redundant to the specs. Ørjan says it should be there because from experience client vendors are not implementing it. There was agreement on keeping it in and adding the service tree path mapping. 

Karl will list the presence attributes that the client should subscribe to
Client-id:
Agreed on:

Remove chapter 9.2, not necessary.

Claude will come up with a proposal for a client id name. 
Random id – must be permanent for that particular client.

Contact Lists usage:
General comment from Karl – we need to think about backwards compatibility with PEP. 

Ørjan says that there should be a comment in the guidelines to say that there should be backwards compatibility in the network with PEP. The clients should be agnostic to this.
Claude says that the rationale should be better for this. Ørjan says that there is a rationale in PEP, 

There was agreement that there is no rationale behind writing a separate chapter on reactive authorization. 
But there should be the possibility to use different contact lists for authorization. Karl says chapter 10.3.3 should be modified to include authorizations on more lists than just the oma_allcontacts

File sharing:
Karl says that the client should negotiate file sharing capabilities during client capability. 

Ørjan says this can be done by adding an abstract MIME type similar to "application/oma_file_sharing".

Presence attribute authorization:

Discussion around idle concept landed on the following not available = away, and discreet = busy
The concept of away and idle is not the same for mobile as for PC though, as you are usually not away from your mobile. Still open issue on how to represent idle 

Rich content:
Typing alerts must be negotiated during client capabilities. 

Claude will find out if MIME types need to be registered within OMA or IETF

Claude says for nudges that Oz prefers only to have vibrations. 
A discussion followed around nudges, perhaps the best thing would be to support flash messages.

Instead of supporting xhtml for rich text,  the guidelines should specify that the text formatting should be textile markup language. 
Ørjan will investigate which rich text markup language to use, based on input requirements that we want to support italics, bold, underlined, possibly font size and color.

Camilla will send out a first revision to all members of this meeting, to provide their input to this document. The result will be the baseline as a contribution on OMA. From there, we can accept CRs on this baseline.
