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1 Reason for Change

This CR is submitted to fulfil Action item MWG IM-2008-A011 “Claude to address nudging extensions”.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact, IMPS 1.3 IG is still a draft under development. Existing IMPS 1.3 implementations may ignore this capability.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The CR proposes a way allowing one IMPS 1.3 CSP user to nudge (i.e. get the attention of) another user. It does no impact existing IMPS 1.3 specifications. It requires only a new MIME type. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

MWG IM should review this CR and agree to incorporate the proposed nudging capabilities into IMPS 1.3 Implementation Guidelines.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Replace section 14.3.3 Nudges with the following text
14.3.3 Nudges

Nudging allows a user to get the attention of another user with whom s/he is having a conversation. A nudge is an IMPS instant message with a specific MIME type. To get the attention of a contact, the client sending the nudge specifies the nudge MIME type with an optional contents body. The content body contains an optional nudge ID identifying a particular sound. When an IMPS client receives a nudge, it may cause the conversation windows to vibrate for a few seconds and optionally causes the device to emit a sound according to the nudge identifier.
The client sending a nudge SHOULD limit the number of nudges it sends per period of time to avoid annoying the user as the destination. The nudging frequency is an implementation choice. A client SHOULD allow a user to turn-off the nudging facility to avoid receiving nudges. When nudging is turned off, any instant message carrying a nudge SHALL be ignored.

A client SHALL send a nudge in a SendMessageRequest primitive; the content type SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.imps+nudge”. The message body MAY be empty or include a number from 0 to 255 interpreted as follows:
	Nudge ID
	Interpretation

	0 or empty body
	The client SHALL vibrate only the dialog window for a few seconds.

	1-127
	Each number identifies a particular sound according to the operator’s requirement. A client receiving a number in this range vibrates the dialog windows for a few second and SHALL cause the device to emit the appropriate sound.

	128-255
	Reserved for client vendors.


The server SHALL send the nudge MIME type and the content unchanged into a NewMessage primitive to the destination client. The destination client SHALL discard the nudge message if the user turned off the nudging feature of the client otherwise it SHALL process the nudging information as described in the table.
