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1 Reason for Change

A central part of all IM on mobile network, is to optimize network and resource use on a network that is more vulnerable than a fixed IP network. This CR is to describe best practises for CIR usage in order to optimize resources.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact, IMPS 1.3 IG is still a draft under development. Existing IMPS 1.3 implementations may ignore this capability.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact on existing IMPS specifications. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

MWG IM should review this CR and agree to incorporate the proposed nudging capabilities into IMPS 1.3 Implementation Guidelines.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add section 20 to include the following:
20. Optimized CIR usage

20.1 Rationale

"Alice wants to use her phone for days and days without re-charging the battery"
The optimal usage of the CIR mechanisms leads to the ability of the client to be "always on" without consuming battery resources on the terminal when the client is not in active use.

20.2 Recommendation

The Clients are RECOMENDED to use at least one IP based CIR method for intensive periods of usage of the client. Clients are RECOMENDED in addition to use at least one SMS based CIR method for periods between intensive periods of usage of the client. It is RECOMMENDED that clients actively takes down the IP based CIR mechanism when it deems that the client is not in intensive use, in which case the server reverts to a SMS based CIR mechanism.

Provided the client supports more than one CIR mechanism at a time, the server SHOULD prioritize between the different CIR mechanisms in the following order:
1. S TCP CIR – if the client supports S TCP CIR and has an active TCP CIR connection open towards the server, this CIR channel is used

2. S UDP CIR – if the client supports S UDP CIR and the above has failed this CIR channel is used. If this does not result in a polling after a certain time, the next CIR method is used.

3. WAP push UDP CIR – if the client supports WAP push UDP CIR and the above has failed, this CIR channel is used. If this does not result in a polling after a certain time, the next CIR method is used.

4. WAP push SMS CIR – if the client supports WAP push SMS CIR and the above has failed, this CIR channel is used

5. S SMS CIR - if the client supports S SMS CIR and the above has failed, this CIR channel is used

6. S HTTP CIR – if all else fails and the clients supports it, use this CIR channel
