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1 Reason for Change

The IMPS 1.3 specification has reserved the SMS application port 3716 to be used for the standalone SMS CIR channel. For a mobile device, only one application can listen to incoming SMSs to this port. This makes it impossible for several devices to make use of this CIR method, ie if java midlet tries to register to this port while a native application has already done so, the registration will fail.
This change introduces the possibility for clients to specify the SMS application port to which standalone SMS CIR messages are to be sent.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

A server not recognizing the format described in this CR will not accept the CIR negotiation for SSMS. This is not a problem, since the SSMS method would not work anyway.

The recommendation is for the group to accept the proposed change.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new chapter 21
21. Standalone SMS CIR compatibility

21.1 Rationale

"Alice wants to use a third-party IM application, which conflicts with the native IM application "

The registered port for the standalone SMS CIR channel is 3716. For a third party application it may be impossible to listen to incoming SMSs to this port, since a native application (or another third party application) is already using it. There is a need for specifying an alternative port to be used for standalone SMS CIR.
21.2 Recommendation

The client is RECOMENDED to try to use the reserved port (3716) for standalone SMS CIR. However, if it’s impossible to register to that port, the client is RECOMMENDED to append the port number being used when negotiating for SSMS in ClientCapability-Request, separated by a colon (“:”).

The server is RECOMMENDED to respond with the same port number in the ClientCapability-Response, and send any standalone SMS CIR messages to the indicated port.

21.3 Examples

Client sends the ClientCapability-Request indicating that it will listen to SSMS messages on port 1234:
