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1 Reason for Change

MWG submitted IMPS Implementation Guidelines (V 1.0) for R&A. Some issues were identified during the R&A process in the “terms of use” use case. This CR proposes corrections (the numbering is from the R&A comments).
2) The RequiresResponse in step 5b of Table 3 must be TRUE not FALSE because the user/client has to send his choice. It was FALSE in the previous version of the Guidelines because no response was expected from the user. But with the new change introduced in the flows, the user/client has to respond.

3) In step 5b, the use case should continue at step 2 of the main success scenario not 3 or 3bas indicated because the server has to send back the text of the terms of use or the URL to the client.

4) In section 6.3 the error code is 436. Both section 6.3 and 6.2 have to be aligned in terms of error code, they are both about terms of use and should have the same error code.

5) In figures 2 and 3 the box labelled "IM gateway" should be labelled "Server".
