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1 Reason for Change

IETF has adopted an internet-draft that defines a new SDP attribute that makes it clear for all nodes involved in the TCP connection setup which connection model should be used to allow for NAT traversal. 3GPP has also adopted this draft for release 8.

In order for clients to clearly know which connection model they are expected to use, it is proposed that the OMA SIMPLE IM TS be updated.

Change 2:  Modify sections 5.8.1 ad 5.8.2

5.8.1 Negotiate direction of the MSRP connection setup

[MSRP] specifies that the party initiating the session shall act as the active endpoint in establishing the connection-oriented transport session. . However, [ draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm] allows a standard mechanism to be used instead in negotiation a connection set up , if available .Negotiation connection set up becomes necessary when the IM Server is the Session initiator and the IM Client is located behind a NAT or firewall or in case of an IM Client that cannot accept incoming TCP connections.

For these reasons, SIMPLE IM supports [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm] which allows to negotiate the direction of the MSRP connection setup according to [RFC 4145].
· As per [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm], when initiating an MSRP session, the IM server SHALL include the “setup” SDP attribute in the Session invitation, with a value of “actpass”   if the IM Server is not sure if the IM Client is behind NAT or not.
· As per [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm] and [RFC 4145],if the IM Client receives a Session Invitation with the setup attribute with a value of “passive” or “actpass” the IM Client SHALL include the setup attribute with a value of “active” in the response

5.8.2 Support of Application Level Gateway

The IM functional entities supporting MSRP SHALL in their behaviour act as defined in [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm], which deviates from the [MSRP] spec in the following way :

As per [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm], instead of using the MSRP path attribute to establish the TCP connection, the IM functional entities supporting MSRP SHALL establish the TCP connection used for the MSRP towards the IP address included in the SDP c= line and the TCP port included in the SDP m= line of the MSRP SDP media description as specified in the [RFC4566] in the SDP body. The IM functional entities shall include the a=msrp-acm attribute in their SDP offers and SDP answers as per [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm].
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
