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1 Reason for Change

This change request proposes that more clarity should be added to the deferred messages section of the IM TS with respect to generation of delivery report. Currently, irrespective of the deferred message type (pager or large), IM TS suggests that delivery report be generated according to procedures of IMDN. It is not clear on how to generate the final delivery report for deferred large message which does not follow IMDN procedures.

The submitter requests MWG to review the proposed changes, and to approve these changes to be applied to the IM TS so that more clarity is added to final delivery report generation procedure.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add clarity for final delivery report generation for large mode deferred message in section 12.1.4
12.1.4   Delivery Report for receiving Message

When the IM Client receives a Deferred IM message (PUSH or Retrieval), the IM Client 

· 1. in case the message retrieved is a pager mode message SHALL check whether the message includes a Successful Delivery Report request as defined in [IMDN]. If the request is not included the procedure is stopped. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 
In case the message retrieved was a Large Message SHALL check whether the message includes a request for a Final Report as specified in subclause 5.7 “Final Delivery Report”.  If the request is not included the procedure is stopped. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 

· 2. SHALL use SIP MESSAGE to send a Successful Delivery Report to the sender according to rules and procedures of [IMDN] for deferred Pager mode message or [OMA-POC-FINAL-REP] for deferred large mode message.
Change 2:  Add clarity for final delivery report generation for large mode deferred message in section 12.2.2.6

12.2.2.6 Delivery Report for deleted Messages

When receiving an IM request to delete the stored Deferred IM message(s), which are not retrieved by the IM user; or when the expired deferred message(s) undelivered to the destination user are deleted by the IM Server, the IM Server: 

· 1. In case the deleted message is a Pager mode message SHALL check whether it includes a Failure Delivery Report request as defined in [IMDN]. If the request is not included the procedure is stopped. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 
In case the deleted message is a Large mode message SHALL check whether it includes a request for a Final Report as specified in subclause 5.7 “Final Delivery Report”.  If the request is not included the procedure is stopped. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 2. SHALL use SIP MESSAGE to send a Failure Delivery Report to the original sender of the Deferred Message(s) according to rules and procedures of [IMDN] for deferred Pager mode message or [OMA-POC-FINAL-REP] for deferred large mode message.
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
