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1
General Description

It is a fact that OMA supports two technologies to deliver mobile Instant Messaging (IM) enabled by powerful Presence and Group Management (GM) capabilities; the Wireless Village (WV) based specifications for Instant Messaging and Presence Service (IMPS) and approaches based on SIP/SIMPLE from IETF.  It is also a fact that these technologies are not directly compatible.  Differences arise from protocols, architectures and information structure to name few.  

Unless some measures are taken to specify a satisfactory Inter-working Function (IWF), the two technologies are likely to introduce discontinuities in the end-user experience with direct effect on Mobile Network Operators (MNOs), ISPs and vendors, irrespectively their core businesses lay in mobile or Internet sector.  In the worst-case scenario, an IMPS-enabled user cannot communicate with a SIP/SIMPLE-enabled user and vice versa. 

This Work Item (WI) is created to bring forward the problems associated with the inter-working of the different technologically IM, Presence and GM service enablers supported by OMA. The activities take place in MWG and PAG will act during joined meetings.  These inter-working problems/issues need to be identified, analyzed and solved in standardized manner.

The WI is designed to take into consideration and consult the existing and under development OMA specifications as well as external ones.  External bodies include (but not limited to) IETF, 3GPP and 3GPP2.  In addition, the WI to be carried out within the IM sub-working group of the MWG activities.  The scope of the WI is both “cross-service enabler” (IMPS, SIMPLE IM, SIMPLE Presence and GM features) as well as cross-technology (IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE).  

Due to these facts the WI is suggested to have a separate Requirements Document (RD) from the PAG ones for GM and Presence as well as the IM development based on SIP/SIMPLE. The RD is to include the interconnection requirements for IM as well as sections on Presence and GM.
Given that OMA supports these two technologies, it would be a major drawback to the goals of technology and service enabler inter-working and service interconnectivity that is fundamental to all OMA work. To ignore the inter-working between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE-based systems will prohibit IM (for example) to allow true mobile-Internet convergence.
