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1 Reason for Contribution

For the proxy-based deployment model, the AD only provides one option (Appendix B.1 Figure 3). And we propose another option.

The difference between the two models is whether the connection between the mobile email enabler server and other mobile enablers is through proxy. 

The following describes the reasons for the model.

Because firewall may constrain mobile e-mail enabler server to access other mobile enablers, so we propose an additional deployment model in which mobile e-mail enabler proxy handles the interface between mobile email enabler server and other mobile enablers.
This deployment model is especially interesting for service providers because Enterprise IT administrator would like to make the minimum changes on the firewall setting.
