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1 Reason for Contribution

Discussions to revise the WID have commenced and it seems reasonable to indicate a more traditional development life-cycle.  While it is important for the group to assess the available technologies with which to respond to the requirements, it does not seem useful to produce specific reports.  The results of the analysis will be the basis of the traditional Architecture Document and interim technology reports do not seem to add much value to completing the enabler and may, in fact, delay such efforts.

Thus, this proposal provides alternative wording to the Deliverables section to present the desired objectives.

2 Summary of Contribution

The wording proposal would be an alternative to either the current WID for Mobile Email or the WID revision proposal (OMA-MEM-2005-0004-Socialization_WID_0090_v_1_1) that has circulated.

3 Detailed Proposal

Deliverable(s):

The Mobile Email enabler is expected to be developed using the full life-cycle work program as described in the OMA Process Document.  As such, it is expected that it will develop a normal set of materials normally expected in such enablers.  These would be expected to include:

· Requirements Document (RD) – Description of the features and capabilities to be developed in the enabler.  This work will involve and include the expertise of the Requirements Group.

· Architecture Document (AD) – Description of the technology scheme(s) to be utilized in the development of the enabler.  It should be recognized that there are various approaches that can be utilized, on their own or in collection, to fulfil much (if not all) of the requirements for the enabler.  As such, the AD will be expected to present the technology selection(s) expected to be followed in producing the enabler.  This work will involve and include the expertise of the Architecture Group.

· Technical Specifications (TS) – Specifications will be needed to present technical details related to the technology required for the Mobile Email enabler solution.  Depending on the nature of the solution (e.g. Reuse –vs- Invent) these specifications may define new protocols or just describe how other protocols will be utilized.  This may include a profile of available technologies or may include bindings of such technologies to available transport services available in the mobile environment.  In any case, the specifications will provide clarity regarding the static conformance objectives of the required protocols and may provide improved definitions of mandatory components for the mobile email solution.

· Interoperability Materials – The Mobile Email enabler development will include the Interoperability materials as described in the process.  This will include test requirements and specifications.  This work will be primarily undertaken in the IOP group.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
