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1 Reason for Contribution

MEM has accepted a baseline for the Mobile Email Enabler Architecture Document that includes a proposal for a logical architecture. The architecture does not assign the responsibility for storage of the user-preferences and user e-mail filters to a specific logical entity in the conceptual architecture. This contribution proposes the addition of a logical entity to the conceptual architecture, which will be responsible for the storage and maintenance of user-preferences and e-mail filters for the Mobile Email Enabler.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes to use OMA XDM for storing the user-preferences and user e-mail filters related to the Mobile E-mail Enabler.

3 Detailed Proposal

The RD describes several use-cases and a number of requirements where the mobile email user needs to have the possibility to configure user-preferences related to the Mobile Email Enabler, and where the mobile email user needs to have the possibility to configure email filters that are applied to the mobile email flows.

It is proposed that these user-preferences and e-mail filters are stored in an OMA-XDM compliant XDM. This means that the mobile email client needs to be equipped with an XDM client, who interfaces with the MEM XDM server (possibly via the XDM Aggregation Proxy), and that the Mobile Email Enabler Server needs to interface with the MEM XDM server.

The following features should be supported by this solution:

· Uploading and retrieval of user-specific MEM configuration data from the MEM XDM server by the Mobile Email Enabler Client, using the OMA-XDM defined XCAP protocol. Access to the MEM XDM server must be possible both via the OMA-XDM defined aggregation proxy, or direct to the MEM XDM server.

· Retrieval of user-specific MEM configuration data from the MEM XDM server by the Mobile Email Enabler Server, using the OMA-XDM defined XCAP protocol.

· Standard, interoperable, definition of MEM configuration data that is stored in the MEM XDM server. This MEM configuration data must include the required MEM user-preferences and MEM email filters.

5 Recommendation

The group should review the proposal for using XDM for user-preferences and user e-mail filter storage, and assign an AI to produce a CR to the AD that would include OMA XDM into the AD for user-preferences and user e-mail filter storage.
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
