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1 Reason for Contribution

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution comments to OMA-MEM-2006-0024-CR-Use-XDM-for-Preferences.
3 Detailed Proposal

We recommend leaving the usage of XDM as option in the AD and have discussion of normative or stronger statement taking place for TS of specific realizations. 
3.1 Motivation

For example, Lemonade profile bis will most probably contain full specification of filter management (DF/NF) via manage sieve and VF via vfolder. Additional settings will be exchanges in the IMAP bands

XDM can be used for managing preferences in general. It may be used for MEM, including Lemonade realizations. However, I do not believe that we should mandate that XDM be *the* way to do that a priori at the level of the AD.

The MEM AD determines how things are logically done and per current approach it is done in a way that supports different realizations.

TS is where we can have that debate for a specific realization.

3.2 Text proposal

We would like the propose changes to reflect that view: e.g.
· *possibly* OMA XDM to enable the MEM client to store and manipulate the user-preferences and allow the MEM server to retrieve the user-preferences.

And
· OMA XDM *may be needed* to support the storage and manipulation of user-preferences
