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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-MEM-2006-0041-MEM-Client-Responsibilty has been submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments to OMA-MEM-2006-0041-MEM-Client-Responsibilty. It summarizes the position stated in email discussions.
3 Detailed Proposal

The change proposed in OMA-MEM-2006-0041-MEM-Client-Responsibilty removes the responsibility of “for providing the mobile email user experience and interface” in the text of section 5.3 and proposes instead to replace it with text as in section 5.3.1.

This is not a justified change. In fact, the text of 5.3. is more extensive. The text in section 5.3 summarizes the role of the client. The aspects detailed in section 5.3.1 account for provide mobile email user experience aspects.

The change, when made to proposed section 5.3.1 as part of document OMA-MEM-2006-0018R01-CR_Finishing_AD were made in the context of the additional material. It is therefore not correct to automatically deduct that same phrasing must apply for the text in section 5.3.

It is incorrect to assume that user experience equates in any shape or form to user interface. It relates to features provided by the client / MEM enabler that affect passively or actively the user and how he or she interacts or can interact with the enabler.

As was pointed out, it is important to keep in mind these aspects when guiding the development of the protocol.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendations
We recommend that the MEM SWG agrees to the analysis in this document. 
We do not agree with document OMA-MEM-2006-0041-MEM-Client-Responsibilty and recommend that it be noted.

If the group desires to update the text, a revision of OMA-MEM-2006-0041-MEM-Client-Responsibilty is needed that would replace the text in section 5.3.1 with other text that summarizes the role of MEM client described in section 5.3.1 and refers to its impact on how the user interacts with the MEM enabler. We believe that the current terminology does that. If it is replaced the new terminology must carry equivalent information.
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
