1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-MEM-2006-0046-CR-AD-5.3.2-bugfix has been submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution comments to OMA-MEM-2006-0046-CR-AD-5.3.2-bugfix
3 Detailed Proposal
We think the correction proposed in OMA-MEM-2006-0046-CR-AD-5.3.2-bugfix was appropriate because the statements in 5.3.2 are describing in the MEM Server’s perspective. (That is ‘MEM server’ is the subject of statements in 5.3.2) Besides this correction, the statements still may have following problem which may be misleading:
1. The session may not be maintained on MEM Client. Rather, it is stored and maintained in the MEM Server and MEM Client maintain only session key. 

2. Connectivity cannot actually be maintained if the connectivity is intermittent. 

We think the intended meaning of these sentences are that MEM Server must maintain some context information that persists even if connection is lost. Such context may be called session and it is needed that the session is briefly introduced here and used thereafter. We also suggest that connection and session to be used in proper places respectively.
