In Section 5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces

The following main enabler components are identified:

· The MEM client which implements the client-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler. It is also responsible for providing the mobile email user experience and interface to the user and storing the email and data to be sent to the MEM server when not connected.

· The MEM server which implements the server-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler.

MEM Client naturally supports ‘the mobile email user experience and interface’. But it is not natural that the storing is used only for email and data ‘to be sent to the MEM server when not connected’. Although the phrase implies important information about MEM Client’s functions, this may be misleading to limitation of the functionality of MEM Client. MEM client also stores received email and data. So it is desirable to remove the phrase ‘to be sent to the MEM server when not connected’ for clarity or to add phrase for describing other major functionality of MEM client as shown below.
