6 Detailed Change Proposal
In document OMA-MEM-2006-XXXX-AD_RD_Crosschecking_Usability_requirments, the following Usability (USAB) requirement item was identified as not met in current AD. 

USAB-27:  The mobile email enabler SHOULD support definition of auto-reply messages for each filtered messages.  Automatically generated replies SHOULD avoid mail loops (RFC 2821 and related RFCs)

USAB-28: The mobile email enabler SHOULD support activation/deactivation of auto-reply from the client. Automatically generated replies SHOULD avoid mail loops (RFC 2821 and related RFCs)

This requirements deal with setting it up the auto reply and activation and deactivation of same. The client device must be able to set particular auto reply and enable and disable it as and when required. This requirement is not referenced into AD as the item of MEM client responsibility and MEM server responsibility. We proposed to include following text into AD. The proposed changes are as follows,
