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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-MEM-2006-0065-CR_AD_Other_enablers_component has been submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides some comments to OMA-MEM-2006-0065-CR_AD_Other_enablers_component.
3 Detailed Proposal

The current MEM AD recognizes that there are multiple interfaces to “other mobile enablers”. This is explicitly described in section 5.2 with the text: “Note that “Other Mobile Enablers”, stand for any enabler called upon by the MEM server or the MEM client to support some of the MEM functions (e.g. outband notifications, provisioning/device management, …).  The picture combines the boxes and interfaces as one logical component for the ease of the picture. It must be understood as a collection of enablers wit their own interfaces I0’ and could be represented that way.”

The proposal in OMA-MEM-2006-0065-CR_AD_Other_enablers_component does not take this aspect into account, resulting into the following issues:

1. The figure in OMA-MEM-2006-0065-CR_AD_Other_enablers_component is incorrect as it solely identifies Outband notification enabler and device management enabler. Indeed multiple enablers may be involved:

· DM

· Push (different form: SIP, WAP)

· Messaging / SMS

· MMS

· XDM

· Presence

2. To accept this change would imply 

· Giving a separate interface for each of these enablers

· Explicitly enumerating on the figure all the other enablers

3. Outband notification enabler is itself not a single enabler…

This brings little additional value to the figure or logical architecture and is discussed in section 5.2 as explained above.

There are no reasons for singling out DM and the use of outband notification enabler is not accurate.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
