· The MEM Server which implements the server-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler.  The role of the MEM Server and the server-side functionality is described in detail in section 5.3.2.

· The Email Server implements the functionalities required to store, access and manage emails as well as any related preferences or settings. The Email Server component is not in the scope of the OMA MEM Enabler. The implementation allows the Email Server to be internal to the MEM Server as well by including the MEM Server and the Email server within the same component.
· The Outband Notification Enabler implements the outband notification functionality of the OMA MEM Enabler.

· The Other Enablers component is a placeholder component representing any and all other enablers that aid or improve the functionality or usability of the OMA MEM enabler. The Other Enablers component is not in the scope of the OMA MEM Enabler.
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
