6 Detailed Change Proposal
In the section 5.3(Functional Components and interfaces), the MEM protocol between MEM Client and MEM Server has been defined. We think two statements made in this definition are confusing. We propose to add following change to avoid confusion.
5.3. Functional Components and Interfaces

The following main enabler components are identified:

· The MEM client which implements the client-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler. The role of the MEM client and the client-side functionality is described in detail in section 5.3.1
· The MEM server which implements the server-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler.  The role of the MEM server and the server-side functionality is described in detail in section 5.3.2.

· The MEM protocol between the MEM Client and MEM Server.

It is responsible for all the data exchanges (other than server to client event outband notifications) that take place between the MEM client and MEM server in order to update the MEM client with email server changes, the email server with changes in the MEM client and to send new email from the email server.

Server to client notifications of email server events can be transported via the MEM protocol. We then speak of inband notifications.
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
