In the MTS model, a Message Submission Agent (MSA) acts as a submission server to accept messages from Message User Agent (MUA), and either delivers them or acts as an SMTP client to relay them to a Mail Transfert Agent (MTA). 
Submission typically does entail a pre-established relationship between the client and the server.

For the purposes of this document this process will exist between the MEM client and the MEM server.
