6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Basic client role description correction in Section 5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces
We think ME-4 is logically used solely for outband notification. Therefore, ME-4 should be mentioned only for usage of outband notification. So it would be appropriate that “OMA CP/DM” should be removed from bullet as shown below or additional bullet might be added to note I’0 support requirements for MEM client.

The MEM client implements the client-side functionality of the OMA MEM enabler, including:

· Client-side support of ME-4 (e.g. reaction to outband notifications)
· Client-side support of MEM protocol (ME-1), including:

Change 2:  Removal of redundant statement in Section 5.3.3 Technology feature requirement for the MEM enabler
We think that the last bulleted sentence is redundantly describing upper bullet, so we suggest that it might be removed as follows: 
5.3.3 Technology feature requirements for the MEM enabler

· Mechanisms to align, fetch and update email messages between the MEM client and the email server via the MEM server. The MEM enabler focuses solely on the interaction between the MEM client and MEM server.

· Mechanisms for MEM alignment:

· To avoid unnecessary polling and requests from the MEM clients:

· To reduce the total amount of data to be exchanged between MEM server and MEM client, e.g. by allowing the MEM client to select which messages to align.

Change 3:  Title correction for clarity in Section 5.3.3 Technology feature requirement for the MEM enabler
The heading bullet “Client-side filtering” seems quite inconsistent with following 3 bullets. They seems to be dealing with detailed functionality of deleting message or its part. So the title “Client-side filtering” may be replaced with more clear and easy expression as follows: 
· Message deleting features:

· Local delete: Ability to delete email message from the MEM client view while retaining the message on the email server. Some information may be passed to the MEM server.

· Attachment local delete: Ability to delete from the MEM client the attachment while maintaining the view that an attachment is available for download from the email server. 

· Remote delete: Ability to delete email messages both on the MEM client and on the email server.
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
