In the paragraph where the different interfaces are listed, it would be good to have a more detailed definition of the different interfaces identified in MEM AD.
Per an Action Item from the Beijing meeting, this contribution proposes a more detailed definition of the different interfaces.

3 Detailed Proposal

5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces

The interfaces shown in the diagram are described as follows:
I0-ME-1 - The interface is defined between the MEM Client and the MEM Server and is used for the data exchange of e-mail, attachments and notifications via the MEM protocol.

I0-ME-2 - The interface is defined between the MEM Server and the MEM Client and is used for the data exchange of e-mail, attachments and notifications via the MEM protocol.

I0-ME-3 - The interface is defined between MEM Server and the Outband Notification Enabler and is used for the data exchange of notifications from the MEM Server.

I0-ME-4 - The interface is defined between MEM Client and the Outband Notification Enabler and is used for the data exchange of notifications to the MEM Client.

I0-ME-5 - The interface is defined between MEM Server and management service and is used for management of MEM Server settings, user preferences and filters.

I0’ - The interfaces used between the MEM Client or the MEM Server and the Other Enablers (e.g. OMA-DM, OMA-CP) and it is used for device management (provisioning, device revocation, etc.). These interfaces are not in the scope of OMA-MEM Enabler, they are provided by the referenced Enabler.

I2 - The interface is used between the MEM Server and Email Server and it is used for the data exchange of e-mail, attachments and events. This interface is not defined in the OMA-MEM Enabler.
