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1 Reason for Contribution

Currently the Mobile Email WG is close to completing the Architecture phase.  We have begun working on the TS for Lemonade and have also reviewed input contributions for a DS based Technical Specification.  There is concern that working on 2 Technical Specifications at differing levels of completion may slow down progress in the WG and delay the release of the first completed Technical Specification.

Based on discussions at the OMA MEM meetings in Osaka, Beijing and the Interim MEM meeting in Helsinki, it has become apparent that the MEM WG needs a plan on how to progress the Technical Specification phase of the OMA MEM work. This contribution proposes a way forward.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a separation of the Mobile Email enabler into 2 enablers for mobile email, DS and Lemonade.
3 Detailed Proposal

The Mobile Email WID specifies its objective is to rely on existing e-mail protocols to support mobile usage of e-mail.  The WG has been operating under the premise that the IETF Lemonade protocols and the OMA DS protocol are both included in this objective.   It is also clear that there is Operator and Vendor support for both the IETF Lemonade and OMA DS approach to the Mobile Email enabler.

In order to address the concern regarding delay and to preserve industry support for both the DS and Lemonade technologies, we are proposing to separate the Mobile Email Enabler going forward into 2 separate enablers:
· Mobile Email Lemonade

· Mobile Email DS

Both of these enablers would preserve the same RD and AD yet have different Technical Specification to address the differing technologies 
We believe this proposed separation is the best way forward for the MEM WG and encourage the WG to accept this proposal without further delay.  

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We propose that the OMA MEM WG consider and adopt the proposal to separate the Mobile Email enabler into 2 enablers, Mobile Email Lemonade and Mobile Email DS, both using the current RD and AD.  We further propose that an email be sent to the MWG WG and REL WG to initiate this process.  
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
