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1 Reason for Contribution

At the last FTF meeting, it was decided to invite view on how to proceed with OME MEM TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution makes a proposal for a way forward.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Approach

It has been discussed to split the TS into distinct OMA enablers. We feel that this would not be the correct approach, especially if this would result into work in different WGs. 

It is better both for market perception and for internal organization and coordination to have only one group responsible of the functionality (MEM) working with other groups / standard bodies to support it. Also the current situation is really one where we have multiple technology to an enabler. Thoughts on enablers with different technology realizations are captured in the OMA model (different bindings) and in a slightly different context in the early EEN work (Execution Environment Neutrality)

 At the same time, we definitively would not want to see the work of one realization delay the work of other. This will ensure greater consistency, coordination and possibly reuse.

We note that OMA provides a clear process and has prior history of enabler sharing RDs and ADs so that is not an issue. We agree that different TS will be available but we believe that these should be part of different release of the same enabler not different enablers as different technology realization. It is true that the exact process and terminology is uncertain. Therefore we would like to proceed with the decision of having different technology realizations (i.e. bindings) of the same enabler and ask REL / OPS /TP to provide a process/recipe for this. We recommend the approach of different enabler releases (or another term to be defined).

Therefore, we need to do is agree on the plan to produce these realizations. We encourage the WG to adopt this approach and work with REL and TP on how to better organize this.

3.2 Plan

In terms of a concrete plan, we recommend to approach REL/OPS/TP/ARC to decide on the way forward. 

We recommend to continue OMA MEM Lemonade realization TS as started.

We recommend that the WG agrees on its criteria to initiate other realizations and proceeds accordingly when criteria are met.
