Server to client outband notifications are generated by the MEM server. Payload, bindings and filtering to server events MUST follow [LEMONADE_PROFILE_BIS].

6.2.1 Outband notification using MMS bindings 

This section explains MMS based outband notification. The following figure shows the basic architecture for this solution. 


Figure: Outband notification based on MMS

This binding is as follows, 

· ME3: SMTP, notification will be sent as SMTP message to the MMS Server

· ME4: MMS, notification will be sent as Multimedia Message (MM) to the MEM Client 

The MEM Server will send the SMTP message to the MMS Server. Here the SMTP message body will have the notification payload [LEMONADE_PROFILE_BIS]. The MMS Server will do the mapping of SMTP message to the MM. The MEM Server also includes an Applic-ID header field in the SMTP message. The value set to this Applic-ID field is “MEM” to indicate the application who will handle this MM. The MMS Server will map the Applic-ID field to X-Mms-Applic-ID in the MM. Then the MMS Server will send the MM normally as per the MMS protocol to the MMS Client. Then the MMS Client device will give this MM to the MEM Client for handling of notification. The mapping of the SMTP message and the MM MUST be followed as per [3GPP TS 23.140]
