13. Bindings for MEM Protocol

The MEM protocol describes the exchanges between ME-1 and ME-2 interfaces.
13.1 IETF-LEMONADE
13.2 OMA-DS

OMA DS is a transport and data format agnostic synchronisation protocol. Potentially any object can be synchronised (e.g. calendars, contact lists, file directories, emails, etc.). 

OMA DS 1.2 includes the definition of an email object and specific mechanisms to ease email synchronisation. It has a mobile background, and is designed for non persistent connection environments.
The OMA DS protocol is appropriate for mobile networks, resulting in reduced service latency, network usage and memory requirements on phones, as well as battery consumption.
It has potential for email synchronisation, as the transport protocol. The transport layer could then be the OMA DS client, launched from the email client for communication/synchronisation purposes. 
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
