The Mobile Email (MEM) Enabler aims to support efficient access to email from a mobile device.  Email may be personal email provided by an email service provider or corporate email.
The MEM logical architecture illustrated in Figure 1, is composed by some components and protocol.

· MEM Client: Embedded Client for devices that provide the user interface and email data management and enable synchronization of email using MEM protocol. The client also supports notification.

· MEM Server: supports MEM protocol that enables MEM Client to be synchronized with the Email Server. MEM Server also supports session management, management of Email Data, event handling, media conversion interface, filtering, notification.and UAProf interface.
· Outband Notification Function: allows the notification of the MEM Client that an event has occurred at the Email Server via channels other than the MEM Protocol such as: SMS, MMS, WAP Push, SIP Push, etc.
· DM: Device Management, provides the management of the Device configuration and other managed objects of Devices from the point of view of the various management authorities, include but not restricted: From the DM Server, the DM Client receives DM notifications to install MEM Client,or update the MEM Client application configuration with the newly received settings.
· Transcoding platform(OMA-STI): performs the requested transcoding of email message parts(body and attachment). The MEM Server requests transcoding according to the MEM Client, the Transcoding platform receives the request, parses it, handles it and generates a response to the MEM Server.
· UAProf: provides the operating environment of the MEM Client,include: the information of the operating system software, video and audio encoders supported by the device, and user’s preference on language, etc.
· MEM Protocol: allows the exchange of messages between the MEM Client and MEM Server that includes control of mobile operations, notifications, .

· Email server: provides the user email data storage access (Mail Store) and means of email submission (Mail Transfer Agent).
· Any Managing Entity: management of MEM Server settings (globally and per account).
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
