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1 Reason for Change

The latest version of the TS includes a misleading indication about the use of OMA DM, in particular with regards to the bootstrap functionality, which is defined as an optional specification. This specification (called DMBOOT) describes 3 methods for bootstrapping a terminal:

· At the manufacture of the device

· Using a remote server

· Using a smartcard

The current MEM MO specification is making assumption that only the remote server method is to be used so it has to be fixed.

TS also lacks of indications as what options of OMA DM should be needed, as it is the case of DMBOOT, if the MEM MO has to be configured during the bootstrap operation for later management by the DM Server. 

This contribution fixes those two issues.

Similar clarification about the configuration during bootstrap will probably be needed in OMA-TS-Mobile_Email-V1_0, chapter 9.

5.  OMA MEM Management Object

The MEM Management Object (MO) allows a device to present its MEM configuration in a standardized way, allowing  the subsequent retrieval and management of it.
The OMA MEM Management Object consists of relevant parameters required by the MEM Enabler. It is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework and is compatible with OMA DM protocol version 1.2 [DMPRO] or any later compatible version. If MEM MO is to be configured during bootstrap then [DMBOOT] MUST be used.
