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1 Reason for Change

Contribution OMA-MEM-2008-0034-CR_MEM_MO_bugfix was agreed recognizing that MEM MO should not preclude possible ways to configure MEM settings. Also, MWG MEM recognized that MEM TS was also impacted by the agreed change. This contribution fixes the issue in the MEM Technical Specification.

R01 clarifies that the provisioning is performed using OMA Device Management.
