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1 Reason for Contribution

The LEMONADE WG focuses its work on a set of IMAP and ESMTP extensions to support mobile email, and has been working with OMA MEM for many years in support of the OMA MEM Requirements and Architecture.  The following contribution provides an unofficial update on the current LEMONADE work, which is nearing completion.

3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution is an unofficial update on the status of the IETF LEMONADE activity.  The IETF LEMONADE working group (WG) met at IETF 72 early August.

As you know, the LEMONADE WG focuses its work on a set of Internet Message Access Protocol (IMAP) and Extended Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (ESMTP) extensions to support mobile email.  The base set of functionality will be succinctly summarized in the LEMONADE profile (draft-ietf-lemonade-profile-bis).  Reference to this document should be sufficient for most of OMA MEM features.  Some of the OMA MEM requirements will require reference to additional IETF Drafts and RFCs on Internet Mail.

The LEMONADE WG is looking forward to the completion of the OMA MEM TS, and will remain available to assist OMA MEM with the completion of its LEMONADE-related work item.
