6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.  MEM Server management interface

The OMA MEM Enabler identifies an administrative interface for the management of MEM Server settings, user preferences and filters (globally and per account).  The MEM Server management interface enables a management entity to provide such control over the MEM-5 interface.


7.1
MEM-5 interface

The MEM Server MUST implement MEM-5 as the MEM Server management interface. The MEM-5 interface is used by a management entity to communicate with the MEM Server.

7.2
Server settings

Default settings for all users SHOULD be provided over the MEM-5 interface.  Users can change their settings from their devices.

Changes in synchronisation settings made on the client device SHOULD be saved in the user account.

7.3
User preferences

The user preferences MAY be managed over the MEM-5 interface.

Events and messages SHOULD be filtered globally and on a per account basis.

7.4
Filters

The Filtering Rules MAY be managed over the MEM-5 interface.

Filters on the server-side and client-side should be defined globally and on a per account basis.

7.4.1
Server-side Filtering

Server-side filtering allows the administrator to apply filtering rules on the MEM Server over the MEM-5 interface, therefore 
determining which messages or events are accessible by the MEM client

7.4.2
Client-side Filtering


Users can configure and manage their own filtering rules by setting properties like vacation reply, roaming, etc…

7.5
Security Considerations

The communication between the MEM server and the managing entityMAY be encrypted by use of the services available. It should be possible to remotely connect to the MEM-5 interface over TLS/SSL [RFC5246] protected connection.
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
