14. Security
14.1 SMS Sender Verification
While MEM client received SMS notification, MEM client MUST check the sender number with specified SMS-Service-Number which is defined in [MEM MO] and configured by MEM server. If the compared result is not equal, then MEM client MUST ignore this SMS notification. Contrariwise MEM Client starts to handle this SMS notification.
