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1 Reason for Contribution
There are a number of CONR comments on SMS-based out-band notifications against the MEM 1.0 TS.  This contribution proposes that MEM 1.0 should support two SMS payloads, one mandatory and one optional, to support out-band notifications.   
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes that MEM 1.0 should support two SMS payloads, one mandatory and one optional, to support out-band notifications.
3 Detailed Proposal

Today, a number of email vendors include facilities to send SMS or other simple non-stream messages to clients on handsets when new mail arrives.  The client learns of the existence of new mail, and decides to fetch information about it, some part of it, or all of it, and then presents this to the user.

For SMS out-band notifications, EMN is used in its text form.  That means sending either a MAILAT URI or an IMAP URI.

The handset would need to be programmed that on receipt of such a URI it would start the email program, inband notifications would pop-up and all is well...

The MAILAT URI as specified in section 5.3 of OMA-TS-Push_EMN-V1-20071019-A.PDF is the default mandatory notification.  However, one limitation of that format is there is no way to indicate the folder name in which a new message event occurred.  This is only an issue if the message is not submitted to the Inbox – for example, it is autofiltered into some subdirectory.  In this case, the IMAP URI may optionally be used.

OMA MEM supports two payloads:

(a) if the new message is delivered into INBOX then use MAILAT.  Support for this is mandatory

An example of the contents of the SMS message is:

   mailat:user@wapforum.org

(b) if new message is delivered into a folder other than INBOX

    then use IMAP URI.  Support for this is optional

An example of the contents of the SMS message to indicate that messages are in folder NEW is:

   imap://wapforum.org/NEW
