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1 Reason for Contribution

This discussion paper aims at proposing an improved editorial presentation for CR OMA-MAG-MMSG-2003-0177 (towards OMA-MMS-CONF-v1_2) related to the additional 3GPP2 MMS Conformance support.

The CR OMA-MAG-MMSG-2003-0177 mixes different codecs from 3GPP and 3GPP2 MMS Standards in a single MM Content Classes table, which can become quite confusing for clarity and reading comprehension in terms of MMS Client support for media formats.

The proposal, described in this discussion paper, provides better clarity and allows for future independent tracking, expansion, and improvement for both 3GPP and 3GPP2. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Two separate tables, precisely describing the associated MM Content Classes for MMS Clients that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP or that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP2, are suggested (based on the substance of CR OMA-MAG-MMSG-2003-0177 and OMA-MMS-CONF-v1_2).
3 Detailed Proposal

(1) To edit (in section 7 of OMA-MMS-CONF-v1_2) an associated MM Content Classes table (table 2) for MMS Clients that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP2: The proposed table 2 is based on the substance of CR OMA-MAG-MMSG-2003-0177.

(2) To explicitly add (in section 7 of OMA-MMS-CONF-v1_2) the following sentence related to transcoding to bridge the gap between 3GPP and 3GPP2: 

'MMS Proxy-Relay(s) should be able to perform content adaptation to bridge the gap between 3GPP and 3GPP 2 MM Content Classes, according to the transcoding policy and requirements for content adaptation defined in section 9.'
